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Many big-budget films are based on close relationships. Choose one of these to analyze using topics from this course.

Specifically, write about the following in your paper:
· Introduction paragraph: Provide a brief summary of the plot and/or characters you’ll be addressing. Write this with the assumption that the reader is not familiar with this particular movie. Avoid detail that isn’t relevant to your analysis, but provide enough background that the reader will want to know more.
· Choose three specific concepts or ideas from class material. For each, first briefly explain the concept in your own words. Then, apply each to the movie plot or characters. 
· Write a conclusion paragraph in which you leave the reader with a “big picture” or “take home” message. You might write about how the movie does or doesn’t accurately portray the concepts you’ve chosen, or the utility in using popular culture to help understand relationship concepts, or whether relationships theory needs to be expanded to reflect something portrayed in the movie. Anything is good as long as you end your paper with why it was interesting or important.

This paper should be at least 1200 words long.
